Eligible applicants must attain at least a 2.5 GPA by the conclusion of the fall semester of
an academic school year, and provide at least three (3) letters of reference along with the
official application document. Said references must be attained from the following local
citizenry:

a. Home school administration

b. Home school instructor

c. Local community resident/leader

Control”

o Official school transcript that is properly documented through the conclusion of
the fall semester of the applicant's 12th grade or senior year; any transcript
that does not bear the school district's official seal will not qualify.
